Then you depart the caravan in Anchorage and explore on your 

own. You can then travel home via the Alaska Highway or book a one-way passage on the inland ferry. This 

option allows the Alaska traveler the maximum amount of free time while having the safety and security of 

the caravan on their journey to Alaska. 

 

I would like to take a little bit of your time and provide information about what we offer. It is a lot of 

information to digest. But, I am a firm believer in making informed decisions and want to provide you 

everything you need to assist you with your decision.  

 

I am glad that you have decided to investigate RV caravans. It really is the best way to see unfamiliar 

territories and offers many benefits. First and foremost, RV caravans offer a level of safety that you canôt 

get while traveling alone.

It contains information on 

how to prepare your RV, what kind of clothes to bring, emergency contact information, cell phone usage, what to expect at the 

campgrounds, road conditions, weather and a wealth of other information about what to expect on your trip so that you can be 

better prepared. The guide is mailed to your home, 60 days prior to departure. 

 

Deluxe and SuperSaver Tours 

 
Our tours are offered in two levels of service: Deluxe and SuperSaver.  

 

For the budget minded traveler, we are the only company in the industry to offer a level of service we call SuperSaver. The 

SuperSaver tour visits the same places and includes all the benefits of traveling with the caravan including trip planning and 

camping fees but does not include the organized tours and shows.  

 

Both the Deluxe and SuperSaver Tours include the following: 

¶ ñTrip Preparation Guideò - Helps you get ready for the trip and lets you know what to expect while on the tour. This is 

mailed to your home 60 days prior to departure. 

¶ ñThe Tour Guideò ï This is a Daily Itinerary that includes what to see along the way, how to find the campgrounds, mileage, 

daily organized events, road conditions, service stations, city information, maps, etc. You will receive this the first day of the 

tour. 

¶ Guests on our Alaska Tours get their own copy of the MilePost (gold standard for travel information) 

¶ Guests on our Mexico Tours get assistance with border crossing paperwork and Mexico Insurance 

¶ Services of the TrekMaster and TailGunner 

¶ Daily morning coffee 

¶ Travel routes and stops are pre-planned 

¶ Travel routes and points-of-interest are provided in a downloadable, electronic, GPS format for all of our tours 

¶ All camping is reserved in advance and included in your tour cost 

¶ Welcome dinner and orientation 

¶ Farewell Dinner 

 

Our Deluxe Tour adds all the organized events listed in the itinerary. 

 

Frequently Asked Questions 

 
1. How many miles do we drive per day? The mileage varies each day based on the availability of campgrounds and road 

conditions. The daily mileage is planned so that if you leave the campground by 9:00 am, you can easily arrive at the 

next campground by 2:00 pm and averages about 150 miles per day.  

2. I want to bring my motor home. Do I need a towed vehicle? Towed vehicles are not recommended in Mexico. On our 

other tours, towed vehicles are a matter of personal preference. Many guests like to use their towed vehicle to sightsee 

after they arrive at the campground. 

3. Are the roads in Alaska as rough as they say they are? The road conditions vary each year, but generally are good; 

much like traveling on country roads in the lower 48. There are some roads that are in poor condition but easily passable 

if you drive slowly and carefully. 

4.  Do cell phones work? Cell phone service is available only in the larger cities. In Canada and Mexico you may have to 

pay high roaming fees whenever there is service. Check with your provider for more information on your particular plan. 

5. Can I get my prescriptions filled? My best advice to you is to bring sufficient medicine to last the entire trip. You can 

get prescriptions filled in Canada, if you see a Canadian doctor first. You can get your prescriptions filled in Mexico, but 

some people say the quality is not as good as the US. 
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6. Is internet access available? Yes. A lot of the campgrounds offer wireless access. You must have an 802.11b card in 

your computer in order to use the wireless service. 

7. How can my family contact me in case of an emergency? We provide a list of the campgrounds were we will be staying 

that includes contact information. Many of our guests leave a copy of this with their loved ones in case they need to 

contact them. 

8. Is emergency medical service available? Yes. Keep in mind though that when we travel in remote areas, response times 

will generally be slower than in the lower 48. In Mexico, quality medical care is available. 

9. What if I breakdown on the road? Our TailGunner travels in the back of the pack. He will not pass any rig on our tour. 

When he sees one of our rigs stopped along the highway, he will stop and provide assistance if needed. 

10. Can I bring my pet? Absolutely. We only stay at campgrounds that allow pets. There are usually pet sitting services 

available if needed. In Mexico you will need to provide a Health Certificate from your vet and have proof of rabies 

vaccination. 

11. How much does fuel cost? Fuel prices in Alaska are on par with the lower 48 and higher in Canada (about 30%). Fuel 

prices in Mexico are about 30% less than in the US. We have negotiated fuel discounts for our guests at many stations. 

12. What if I need to cancel my reservation? Just let us know as soon as possible. If we get a 60 day notice, all money paid 

will be refunded. If you cancel after that, we retain $300 plus any non-refundable deposits made on your behalf. The 

$300 can be used as a credit on any future tour you book with us. If you need to leave a tour due to an emergency, you 

will be provided a pro-rated refund. 

13. Do we have full services every night of the tour? The campgrounds in Alaska generally provide 30 amp electrical 

service, water and sewer (or a dump station). The campgrounds in Mexico generally provide 15 amp electrical service, 

water and a dump station. On some of our tours, there are 1-2 nights of dry camping. 

14. Can I drink the water in Mexico? It is not recommended that you drink the water in Mexico. Bottled water can be 

brought from the states and is also available along our route for a very nominal fee. 

15. How much free time is available? A lot. Travel times are generally planned so that you will get to the campground by 

2:00 pm. There are also many free days in the schedule. 

16. Can we buy food along the way? All major towns have grocery stores. Our trip documentation will help you to plan 

food purchases. Almost all of the campgrounds have restaurants within walking distance. 

17. Are there any evening activities? Our Deluxe tours provide many activities. In addition we plan bingo, cards and 

potluck dinners. 

18. What is the difference between Deluxe and SuperSaver tours? SuperSaver tours are designed for the budget minded 

traveler that wants the safety, convenience and camaraderie of traveling with a group but do not want to participate in all 

of the activities that the Deluxe tours offer. Both tours include all travel planning, campground fees, morning coffee, the 

services of the TrekMaster and TailGunner, and campground fees.

Alaska Treks 
 
We have Alaska tours lasting 35 days and 50 days. Both tours travel the same route; 4,300 miles from Dawson Creek, British 

Columbia, through the Yukon to Alaska and ending up in Prince George, British Columbia. The only difference in the two tours 

is that we spend more days in some of the cities on the 50 day tour. 

 

Our 35 Day and 50 Day tours are offered in two levels of service; Deluxe and SuperSaver.  

 

The Deluxe tour features over 80 organized events to immerse you in the wildlife, spectacular scenery and rich culture of the 

great northwest. You will see glaciers, sea life, wildlife, Denali National Park, dinner shows and many more events.  The itinerary 

below lists many of our daily activities. 

 

In addition to the above 35 and 50 day tours, we conduct Alaska One-Way Tours lasting 17 and 23 days. These tours are designed 

for individuals that want to travel to Alaska with the caravan and then have the maximum amount of free time in Alaska. With the 

Alaska One-Way tours spend as much time in Alaska as you want and then return home via the Alaska Highway or book a one-

way passage on the inland ferry. 

 

Itinerary  for Alaska Treks 

 
The following is the itinerary for the 50 Day Tour. The 35 Day Tour visits the same places but is compressed into 35 days. 

Day 1  Dawson Creek

Day 11  Tok  
We then travel into Alaska and stop for the night in Tok. Here we will partake of a delicious 

salmon bake dinner and see sled dogs.  

Day 12  Fairbanks  

We then travel to the end of the Alaska Highway in Delta Junction and on to Fairbanks which is 

known as "The Heart of Alaska". Stops along the way include the Alyeska Pipeline Crossing and 

the North Pole.  

Day 13  Fairbanks  
Cruise into the history of Interior Alaska, aboard the authentic sternwheeler Riverboat Discovery 

III. You will see:

¶ Susan Butcher's Iditarod dogs in action  

¶ Bush pilot demo  

¶ Complimentary coffee and donuts  

¶ View the convergence of the Chena and Nenana Rivers

Day 14  Fairbanks  See the University of Alaska Museum and Botanical Gardens.  

Day 15  Fairbanks  

Today we visit Alaskaland a frontier theme park with many exciting attractions including:  

¶ The renovated SS Nenana sternwheeler  

¶ Recreated native village and gold-rush town with many original buildings  

¶ Pioneer Air Museum  

¶ Palace Theater and Saloon where you can see the "Golden Heart Revue"  

¶ All -you-can-eat Salmon Bake Dinner  

Day 16  Fairbanks  Free Day to visit other attractions or take a flight to the Arctic Circle  

Day 17  Fairbanks  

El Dorado Gold Mine - An adventurous trip through Alaska's gold mining history in which you 

will ride the Tanana Valley Railroad into the gold fields. The two-hour guided tour takes you 

through a permafrost tunnel where Alaska's history comes alive. Youôll enjoy a walking tour of 

the mining camp, meet and talk with Alaska miners as you learn present day placer mining 

methods. After a short course in gold mining, you will be able to grab your own "poke" filled 

with pay dirt right out of a sluice box and try your hand at panning for gold.  

Day 18  Denali NP  

Travel south on the Parks Highway through Nenana and Healy to Denali National Park. Here we 

attend the Cabin Night Dinner Show; an evening filled with entertainment, hospitality and good 

food. 

Day 19  Denali NP  

Narrated bus tour takes you into the heart of Denali National Park for spectacular scenery and 

wildlife. See 20,320 ft. Mt. McKinley, North America's tallest peak. After the bus tour, see a sled 

dog demonstration.  

Day 20  Denali NP  Free Day to explore the surrounding area.  

Day 21  Talkeetna  
Stop over at Talkeetna, Alaska, the traditional departing place for Denali climbers. Here you will 

learn about the history of the local settlers and walk through the original town site.  

Day 22  Anchorage  
Continue traveling south on the Parks Highway to Anchorage, Alaska. We will be staying in 

Anchorage for 4 days. Join the staff for an Ice Cream Social.  

Day 23  Anchorage  
Trolley Tour - A great way to see the highlights of Anchorage. Later we visit the Anchorage 

Museum of History & Art. 

Day 24  Anchorage  Visit the Alaska Native Heritage Center where you will come to learn about Alaskaôs first people. 

Day 25  Anchorage  

Sourdough Mining Company - Dine in an atmosphere of warm Alaskan hospitality. The 

Sourdough Mining Company Restaurant is a replica of an old mill house.  After your delicious 

dinner, see "The Adventures of Dusty Sourdough" in the sourdough Tent City Theater. Dusty will 

take you back to the gold rush days with song, storytelling and humor. 

Day 26 Homer 
Travel to Homer, Alaska. Along the way see Mount Redoubt, an active volcano, and pass through 

many quaint fishing villages. 

Day 27  Homer 

Visit the Carl Wynn Nature Center and explore the sub-alpine Lutz spruce forest, enjoy the 

diversity of wildflowers and Alaska native plants. Visit the Islands and Ocean Visitor Center and 

the Historical Harbor Walking Tour. 

Day 28  Homer Free Day for fishing  

Day 29  Seward  

Travel the Seward Highway down the Kenai Peninsula to Seward, Alaska. Along the way, stop at 

the Chugach State Park and Kenai Peninsula Visitor Centers and Portage Glacier. Join the staff 

for a dinner.  

Day 30  Seward  

Take a boat cruise to Kenai Fjords National Park where you will see sea life (including puffins, 

otters, whales and stellar sea lions), snow capped mountains and glaciers. Dine on an Alaska 

Salmon bake on Fox Island.

Day 32  Seward  Tour Exit Glacier. There is nothing like walking up to the face of this slow moving sea of ice.  

Day 33  Palmer  
Travel up the Seward and Glenn Highway to Palmer, Alaska. Palmer is in the Mat-Su Valley, 

Alaska's farming center. Here the long summer days produce gigantic vegetables. 

Day 34 Palmer In Palmer  we visit a Muskox Farm.  

Day 35  Glennallen  
Continue on the Glenn Highway to Glennallen, Alaska. Stop at the Copper River Valley Visitor 

Information Center. View Wrangell Mountain, a dormant volcano.  

Day 36  Valdez  
Travel south on the Richardson Highway to Valdez, Alaska. Valdez is the terminus of the Trans-

Alaska Oil Pipeline where huge tankers transport oil to the "Lower 48".  

Day 37  Valdez  
Attend a narrated tour of Prince William Sound on the LuLu Belle motor yacht. See the mighty 

Columbia Glacier, the largest tide-water glacier in the western hemisphere.  

Day 38  Valdez  

Visit the Valdez Museum and Annex where you will see a replica of the Old Town, as it looked 

before the 1964 earthquake. See a documentary film that describes the impact of the earthquake. 

Visit the salmon spawning area and Duck Flats.  

Day 39  Valdez  Free Day. You may want to schedule a Salmon and Halibut fishing expedition.  

Day 40  Tok  Travel to Tok, Alaska. Along the way see Keystone Canyon and the Worthington Glacier.  

Day 41  Chicken  
Travel up the Taylor Highway to the famous town of Chicken, Alaska. Tour this rustic and 

remote town's 4 unique stores.
